The University of Arizona Group Dental Insurance Request for Proposal 

Definitions to be used in the administration of the plan 

A BENEFITS ELIGIBLE EMPLOYEE shall mean an employee who is employed at 20 hours per week (.50 FTE) or greater and in a position that is 90 days or more in duration (except graduate assistant/associate positions) as determined by the Arizona Department of Administration.
DOMESTIC PARTNER shall mean a person of the same or opposite sex who: 

1. Shares the participant’s permanent residence; 

2. Has resided with the participant continuously for at least 12 consecutive months before filing an application for benefits and is expected to continue to reside with the participant indefinitely as evidenced by an affidavit filed at time of enrollment; 

3. Has not signed a declaration or affidavit of domestic partnership with any other person and has not had another domestic partner within the 12 months before filing an application for benefits; 

4. Does not have any other domestic partner or spouse of the same or opposite sex; 

5. Is not currently legally married to anyone or legally separated from anyone else; 

6. Is not a blood relative any closer than would prohibit marriage in Arizona; 

7. Was mentally competent to consent to contract when the domestic partnership began; 

8. Is not acting under fraud or duress in accepting benefits;

9. Is at least 18 years of age; and

10. Is financially interdependent with the participant in at least three of the following ways:

a) Having a joint mortgage, joint property tax identification, or joint tenancy on a residential lease; 

b) Holding one or more credit or bank accounts jointly, such as a checking account, in both names; 

c) Assuming joint liabilities; 

d) Having joint ownership of significant property, such as real estate, a vehicle, or a boat; 

e) Naming the partner as beneficiary on the employee's life insurance, under the employee's will, or employee's retirement annuities and being named by the partner as beneficiary of the partner's life insurance, of the partner's retirement annuities, or under the partner's will, and 

f) Each agreeing in writing to assume financial responsibility for the welfare of the other, such as durable power of attorney; or 

g) Other proof of financial interdependence as approved by the University.

CHILD shall mean an unmarried person who falls within one or more of the following categories: 

1. A natural child, adopted child, or stepchild of the participant or participant’s domestic partner who is younger than age 26 or who was disabled before age 19; 

2. A child younger than age 26 for whom the participant or participant’s domestic partner has court-ordered guardianship; 

3. A foster child of the participant or participant’s domestic partner who is younger than age 26; or
4. A child who is younger than age 26 and placed in the participant’s home by court order pending adoption. 
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
